
Interstate Highway 95 (I-95) Corridor Study, State of North Carolina 
Commercial Motor Vehicle (Heavy Truck) Crashes, 2001 through 2003 

 
This study, completed in August, 2004, presents map sheets which contain geospatial, graphical, 
and tabular data, as well as summary reports, representing heavy truck crashes on Interstate 
Highway 95 in North Carolina between January 1, 2001 and December 31, 2003. The study was 
undertaken by the GIS group of the Institute for Transportation Research and Education (ITRE)  
at North Carolina State University at the request of the North Carolina State Highway Patrol. 
 
Data sources: crash data is compiled in tabular form by the NC Dept. of Transportation’s 
Transportation Engineering Accident Analysis System (TEAAS) and transferred to ITRE’s GIS 
group for geolocation in a GIS. Reference data for geolocation is primarily provided by NCDOT. 
 
Document organization: this document consists of two sections. The first section includes three 
summary reports: (1) all crashes along the length of the corridor; (2) crashes by county; and (3) 
crashes by NCSHP Troop/Troop District. The second section contains three map sheets: (1) an 
overview map; (2) a sectional crash rate map; and (3) a crashes-by-exit map. Note that the map 
sheets are large format (34 in. by 44 in.), requiring a large format plotter or printer. All pages 
require the Adobe Acrobat Reader, as they are in PDF format. 
 
The corridor: the corridor in the study consists of 202 miles of roadway between the North 
Carolina/South Carolina line in the south to the North Carolina/Virginia line in the north, 
including the I-95 Business route in Cumberland County. All geolocated crashes on I-95, I-95 
Business, and their contingent entrance/exit ramps are included in the study (n=927). 
 
Crash rates: the corridor was divided into twelve geographically logical segments. The number of 
crashes in each segment was divided by the number of miles in each segment to calculate the 
segment’s crash-per-mile rate. Both tabular and color-coded graphical data is displayed on the 
Crash Rates map sheet. 
 
Crashes by exit: if a crash was located on I-95 within a half-mile of an exit, it was assigned to that 
exit. There are fifty-eight exits (interchanges) from I-95 in North Carolina, identified by their 
nearest mile-marker. 455 crashes took place within I-95 exits’ half-mile “buffers”. On the Exit 
Crashes map sheet, both tabular data and color-coded graphical data is presented.
